1. Course Description

This course is designed to give the student a solid foundation in multiple aspects working with transformative
qualities of clay becoming ceramic via learning Korean tranditional ceramics. The fundamental history of
Korean ceramics during the Silla(57 B.C.-935A.D.), Goryeo (918-1392), and Joseon (1392-1910) periods
will be covered. Students will discipline basic ceramic hand building skills and Korean traditional decorative

techniques and create ceramic artwork.

Korean ceramics and skilled ceramic making techniques, thereby broadening their view of the world of art.
